Coaching Center for Minorities for Entry into Services

Report for the Year 2009-10


Coaching for Minorities for Entry into Services has been established in the University. This Centre is funded by University Grants Commission under Merged Schemes in the XIth Plan. The objective of this Centre is to provide coaching to the candidates belonging to Minority communities such as Muslims, Christians, Sikhs, Buddhist etc, who are desirous of appearing in Competitive Examinations for entry into services. 

During the XIth Five Year Plan an amount of Rs.7 lakhs have been allocated out of which Rs.3 lakhs towards recurring and Rs.4 lakhs towards non-recurring expenditure has been earmarked. 

The centre has imparted coaching for APPSC Group-I & II in the year 2009-10. 70 candidates took coaching for Group I preliminary examination and 35 students took coaching for Group II examination respectively. This has improved their confidence level in facing the competitive examination. The results of these competitive examinations are still awaited. 

Last year the centre had provided coaching for DSC (Teachers Recruitment) and around 65 candidates, most of them students of this University got benefited with this coaching programme. The results have been encouraging and around 70% of these participant got placement. It has been observed that the aspirants of the competitive examinations were very much eager and keen in attending the coaching classes. 


It has observed that the candidates belonging to Minority Communities have the aspirations and zeal for the competitive examinations but they lack motivation and guidance. If they are provided intensive coaching and guidance by professional tutors they will definitely find a place in government service.

Non availability of class rooms is an obstacle in effective achievement of the objectives of the Centre. 
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
